Guards shall not be less than 36" in height where the walking surface is located more than 30" above
the floor or grade below, except that guards along the open side of stairs shall not be less than 34"
in height measured vertically from the nosing of the treads. Guards shall be securely anchored to the
structure to resist both vertical and lateral forces.
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5. Openings in guards shall not allow passage of a sphere 4" or more in diameter, except that:

a. Guards along the open side of stairs shall not allow passage of a sphere 4-3/8" or more in
diameter

b. The triangular openings formed by the riser, tread and bottom rail of a guard at the open side of
a stairway shall not allow passage of a sphere 6" or more in diameter.

6. Guardrails and handrails shall be capable of supporting a single concentrated 200 Ib. load applied in
any direction at any point along the top. (2006 IRC 301.5)

7. Handrails are required on at least (1) side of every continuous run of at least (4) risers.

8. Handrails shall be not less than 34" and not more than 38" vertically above the tread nosing, and shall
be continuous for the full length of the flight. Handrail ends shall be returned or terminate in newel
posts or safety terminals.

9. Handrails with a circular cross section shall have an outside diameter of at least 1'/4" and not greater
than 2". If the handrail is not circular it shall have a perimeter dimension of at least 4" and not greater
than 6'/," with a maximum cross section of dimension of 2/, inches.
