Dear Parent: 

Your child is enrolled in one of our Safety Town classes during which time he/she will 
be instructed in various safety practices. Areas covered will include Pedestrian Safety, 
Fire Safety, 911, Stranger Danger, Railroad Safety, First Aid & Poisons, Bicycle Safety, 
and Seat Belt Safety. Classes will include a visit from our K-9 team, a tour of the police 
department, and a small graduation during the last 15 minutes of class on Friday. 

Since some of our lessons include activities such as rolling on the floor, and climbing 
out windows, children should wear casual, comfortable clothing, and shoes with rubber 
soles. Weather permitting; we may also spend a portion of each day outdoors. Please 
dress your child appropriately for the weather. 

Should you find your child would be unable to attend the session he/she is registered 
for, please let us know as soon as possible as there may be a waiting list for some 
sessions.

If for any reason you need to contact us while your child's class is in session, call Safety 
Town at 909-5475. lfwe are outdoors and there is no answer, you may leave a 
message or if urgent call 260-6070, and ask them to get your message to us. This is 
the police department's extension so please limit these calls to emergencies 
only.
